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Domestic violence is not only tragedy for people but also it damages the bases of security in a society 
Introduction
According to information of the World Health Organization the dynamic of domestic violence in families increases every year which afflicts the health of people.

First time, in November 2005, the World Health Organization (WHO) held a conference in Geneva on the impact of domestic violence on women and children health. The head of WHO Lee Chon-Wook indicated that “women are waited by danger in a home rather than in streets. And this danger can be results with serious causalities.” 
In our modern society violence is one of the most actual problems which get the world anxious. The current wars in the different fields of the world, the crime increase followed by human death, terrorism, rape and harassment always worry us. It doesn’t matter where we live these problems get us anxious and support any preventive initiatives.

We consider our houses the safest place in the world and in the society and in the world. When we say a home, we mean a place where we are waited by people who love us – our family. In order to avoid all stresses and problems we go there. We wait for support and love from our family. Unfortunately, for a lot of people these intentions are just wish. Because members of family who should demonstrate support and love become the source of danger.
Violence against women is one of the global problems in the world. The killing of 60 million unborn fetuses is a start of violence against women. This happens after determining that the sex of fetus is girl. These facts happen in families.  

In sociological and psychological studies of western countries several terms are used to define domestic violence:

“Domestic violence” is an act of a violence target by one of the members of family to another member. The term of “a family” includes a husband, a wife, a child/children, a mother (of a husband or a wife), a father (of a husband or a wife) and other close relatives.
Besides this term terms as

· “spouse abuse” - violence against a wife/a husband) 

· “wife battering” – beating of a wife

· “marital rape”- the rape of husband a wife

These terms in English demonstrate that how well it is paid attention to this problem in these countries:

“Domestic violence” is divided into four groups:

· psychological, this is also called moral and emotional

· economic

· psychical 

· sexual

In some cases violence with cruelty is defined differently but indeed, it should be defined according to four groups. For instance, a wife is beaten and as a result she a disabled, this fact is evaluated as a psychical violence.

Domestic violence can stand against social changes astonishingly. According to the level of society, violence can change. But these changes take place not in the essence but in the form. Despite the important achievements and women rights due to the latent form of violence it has not been managed to reduce completely.
Combating against domestic violence is often disputed in the society. Some people believe that this is a matter of two persons and this should not be transferred to public discussion. Other people evaluate domestic violence as the breaking of human rights. These different opinions/attitudes create obstacles for sustainable combating against domestic violence. Furthermore, we should take into account that domestic violence has also effect on other social-demographic groups such as children, youth and elderly people.
The importance of the research: The problem of domestic violence in the foreign refugee families who live in Azerbaijan and its impact on environment.   

Practical importance: Data which were explored by the research, the level of violence in the foreign refugee families, its phases, dynamic other information will be useful for social workers, public advocates and other specialists in their practical activity.

The goal of the project: The goal of the project is to study the environment in families which had to become refugees due to wars, political, religious and other discrimination and the effect of new environment on them.
According the goals thesehypotheses were supposed:

These tasks were determined according to the research:

1. To get acquainted with economic condition in foreign refugee families

2. To determine domestic relations

3. To determine economic dependence of women in the families

4. to determine the level of activity of the foreign refugee women in social and political life

5. to evaluate the psychological condition of children in the foreign refugee families

6. to determine the prohibitions by men against children and women members of a family

7. to determine psychological condition of women faced with violence 

8. to evaluate psychological violence by the men against the women

9. to determine sexual violence by the men against the women members of the families

10. to determine psychical violence

11. to study the dynamics of the conflict in the families

12. The effect of the family conflicts on the family members and their behavior in a community 
13. the effect of the conflicts on health

14. the mood of the children in families where there is a conflict

15. to determine the needs of families

The special characteristic of the research is to study violence in families which have to leave their homeland due to wars, political and religious outlooks. 

The main target groups of the research are the women, the children, and the men in the families.
Group A – the foreign refugee married women or the women who have to live with their relatives – 194 persons

Group B – the foreign refugee married men or the men who have to live with their relatives – 108 persons

Group C – the foreign refugee children who had to leave their country with their families – 102 persons

Borderless violence: 

Violence has not boundaries. Although to determine the scale of violence during wars is very difficult, these figures can convey something about it:

· 80 per cent of refugees are women and children

· According to the information of January 1, 2003, there were 34 community, ethnic, politic or international armed conflicts in the world. Millions of children and women suffered from these conflicts
· 85 per cent of women trafficking happens in the regions where there are armed conflicts

· In October 2000, women associations recorded 5000 rape facts in Uvir region (Congo Republic) and it means there were 40 accidents in a day

· In 1994 during the genocide in Rwanda approximately 250-500 thousands women were raped which is 20 per cent of women in Rwanda

· According to the results of the survey which was held in Sierra-Leone among the refugees, 94% of families had to face with sexual rape, aggression or slavery

· In 2003 during and after the war in Iraq, only in Baghdad human right activists recorded 400 sexual rape facts among women/girls beginning from 8 of age

· In Colombia in every 14 days one woman becomes lost

· In 1975-1979, 250 thousand Cambodian women were forced to marry

· During fife months in Bosnia and Herzegovina approximately 20-50 thousand women raped

· During the conflict in Kosovo, 30-50% of women were raped by Serbian militants 

· As a result of Azerbaijan-Armenia conflict approximately 1 million people had to become refugees or internally displaced persons and most of them are children and women. According to the information of State Commission on captivity and lost citizens, 4959 Azerbaijani citizens were recorded as lost persons in the conflict region. 71 of them are children, 320 of them are women, and 358 of them are elderly people.
In the whole world, due to social stigma, fear, and mistrust of victims to others the victims of domestic violence prefer not to talk about it:

· Approximately 1/3 of women in the world at least one time have been beaten, had to face sexual violence or restricted

· 70% of murdered women have been killed by husbands or who they lived with 

· In Kenya in every weak at least one woman is killed

· In Zambia in every weak 5 women are violated and killed

· In Egypt 35 per cent of women at least one time are beaten

· In Bolivia 17 per cent of women become the victim of violence

· In Canada domestic violence causes 1,6 billion dollars of damage. It includes medical expenses and lost of working eligibility

· In the USA in every 15 second women are beaten by husbands or people who they live with

· According to the statistic in Bangladesh 50% of murdered people are women who are killed by husbands

· In New-Zealand 20 per cent of women are beaten or offended by husbands or people who they live with

· In Pakistan 42 per cent of women accept violence quite normal (“lack”)

· 33% of women can not find strength to struggle

· 19% of women are not satisfied with their lives but only 4 per cent of them attempt to change this situation

· in Russia 36 thousands of women are beaten by husbands or people who they live with

· According to the information of 2000 in Spain in every 5 days, one woman is killed by husband or people who they live with

· In Great Britain in every weak two women are killed by husbands or persons who they live with]

· Every year in Azerbaijan 100 women, ranging from 17-43 years old dye or become disabled as a result of beating

Rape is the cruelest form of sexual violence. The results of this violence are unwanted pregnancy, HIV/AIDS and other sexual transmitted diseases

· Every fifth women have had to face with sexual violence or attempts to it
· In the South Africa every weak 147 women are raped

· In the USA every 90 second one woman has to face to face with rape

· In France every year 25 thousand women become the victim of sexual rape

· In Turkey 62 per cent of women have faced with sexual violence at least one time by their husbands, 16 per cent of them have to suffer from very often

General information
The family institutions of every nation are effected by political, socioeconomic and cultural changes which currently take place in that country. At the same time in every nation’s traditional family framework men and women’s roles rely on definite rules and restrictions.
The main target groups of this research are the representatives of traditional family framework/type – 

Women, children and men from Chechnya, Iran, Afghanistan, Pakistan, India and Iraq These families have settled in Azerbaijan for different reasons.

The research/survey includes 404 persons

It was found out that Iranian refugee women are more educated than those of others. The second educated women are Chechen women. Most of Afghani and Iraqi young women do not have education.

40,7% of men have secondary education, and only 7,4% of them have high education.

Most of the respondents in the survey are married. 85,6 per cent of women live with their husband and children, but only 40,7 per cent of men are in this position. Most of the men are unmarried and they live with their parents, brothers and sisters (25,9%). 

At the same time it should be noted that sometimes fathers, mothers, sisters and brothers are also in their family (7,4%)

We should note that number of widows among Chechen women is more than those of others. Most of their husbands were killed or lost during the war. That’s why most of them live with their close relatives (such as uncles, brothers etc.) in Azerbaijan. But there are also others who live separately and earn money for their family themselves. This kind of women is more among Chechen women than those of others.

Number of unmarried men is more (37%) and most of them are among Afghani and Iranian refugees. Number of unmarried women is less (11,3%) and most of them are Iranian and Chechen young girls. The less young unmarried girls are met among Afghani refugees. 

According to the survey most of the respondents earn 50-100 AZN per month. The responds of women to this question seem to be more sincere than the answers of the men. The number of the women, who indicated that total earnings of their families is more than (29,9%) 200 AZN are more than (approximately 3 times) men (11,2%).

Most of the men indicate that the total earnings of their families is 50-100 AZN (37%)

This indication is also more among the women 32,9%

29,6% of the men’s and 18,6% of women’s earnings are 30-50 AZN, 

22,2% of the men’s and 18,6% of women’s earnings are 100-200 AZN

Diagram 1. Earnings per a month  
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To the question on if earnings are sufficient the man respondents answered that half of their earnings “go to food” (55,6%).  Most of the women also responded like this (30,9%). But there were respondents who answered that “we are able to able to buy everything we need, we have not a problem”. This indication was 3,7% among men, but 8,2% among women.

There were sufficient respondents who had difficulties to answer and most of them were the women – 27,8%

At the time there were persons who had difficulties to buy food and most of them were the women – 16,5%

There were also man respondents who answered that they could buy only food, and clothe, but their earnings were not enough for expensive goods – 29,6%

There were man respondents who answered that “I can not marry because I have not money – 3,7%

Women 

If we look at violence problem, victims of it grab our attention. The understanding of violence includes acts against a person’s willing.

Paying attention to women who suffer from domestic violence is necessary for providing women’s right in a society.
The participation of women in the managing of a family is necessary for the members of family, especially children to live in a safer environment. Women suffering from violence are often in depression and thinks about suicide. Long time stresses effect women’s health badly. These stresses also cause insomnia and bad dreams. These kinds of women’s life conditions are worsened and they become a captivity of terrible life.
We have already mentioned that during the survey the women described the attitudes toward them like this - “good – 47,7%” and “middle -  45,4%”. Indeed these responds were quite natural. Because in all groups when domestic relations were discussed or when they were asked about any kind violence, they met these initiatives with resist while answering. The reason for it was that most of the women did not understand the essence of violence, and they accepted quite normal other wrong behavior in families.

Interview 1. A. story  
He ran from Groznyy to Baku. “There has always been violence in our family. It is not a new accident for us. My father beat my mother, my brother beat her wife. As a whole, our nation has specific traditions. That’s why violence in families is normal and acceptable for us. We have already been accustomed to it. Indeed, acts and behaviors, which are accepted as violence in other nations, are quite normal for us. Tolerance is not custom for us. After moving to Azerbaijan, the situation in the family has got more worsened. My husband behaves very roughly, beat me very often and threatens that he will leave me.

Women said that divorce happens very rarely. Because they have to marry only with from their communities and the opinion of the elderly people plays great important role.

7,2 per cent of women’s “bad” response to the question on the attitudes of family members demonstrates how terrible is attitude towards women.        
Women have described what “good attitude” is like these:

· he loves me – 4,1%

· because I am their most lovely girl – 1%
· they respect me – 1,5%

· it is difficult to answer – 1%

· I do not know – 1,03%

· I am a mother of children – 1%

· he respects me – 2,1%

· we try to safe our relations – 1%

· my husband is a good man – 1%

If we look at the responds we can see that these responds do not demonstrate that women are equal members of a family. “He is a good man” respond (1%) seems miserable among other responds. These responds do not prove that there is not violence in families. The next responds will portrait the real situation better:
· sometimes he quarrels – 4,1%
· he is very angry – 9,3%
· he often quarrels – 5,
· he shouts at me – 1%
· he doesn’t pay attention at me – 2%
· he often does not speak to me – 1%
· he drinks very often – 1%

· I have refused him – 1%
Due to above mentioned reasons women are not able to become an equal member of their families. They prefer to keep silence in order not to get their husbands angry, and to avoid conflicts.

The fact that women keep silence was proven by the interviews.

Interview 2. Afghani women

“I have had more conflicts with my husband recently. The first reason for it is in me. We have been married for a long time but we have had not a child yet. Now we live in Azerbaijan. It is difficult for us here and we are away from the relatives. Childless hurts him. That’s why he often talks to me roughly and sometimes even he does not want to talk. And sometimes when I talk he gets angry from my words and quarrels with me.”
Economic violence

Violence is a tool to control and to keep women under the power. Both rich and poor men have characteristic of keeping women under the power.

In poor families economic dependence of women has worse impact. Indeed, despite violence is in the worst from in these families, women do not apply to divorce. In these families despite they are in a very difficult condition, in order to keep women under the power, men impede women to work.

Women who receive money from their husband for domestic expenses have to make a report on expenses to their husband. Economic violence as well as other forms of violence happens in latent form.

According to the results of the research it was explored that these facts exist in the target group:

To the question “Do you ask your husband for money?” most of the women responded as “I have always to ask about it” and “sometimes”. Women who have to ask their husbands for money are more – 42%.

40,2 per cent of women indicated that they sometimes have to report on expenses. Women who have very seldom to ask their husbands for money were 15,5 per cent. Women who solve their problems independently and do not have to ask their husbands money at all were 2 per cent.

Only 0,5 per cent of men pay for domestic expenses without applying to them. 

Only 1 per cent of women responded that they give money to their husbands. 

The controlling of domestic expenses is a main of form violence and that’s why we think it is useful to pay attention on the results comparatively. 

Husbands’ demand for the report on domestic expenses

To the question on husbands’ demand for the expenses report, the respondents answered unwillingly. 52,2 per cent of men, 54,9 per cent of women did not answer. Although men denied completely that they demanded for financial report, it was found out that men demanded for financial report for expensive goods. Only 3,7 per cent of men said that they did not demand financial report at all, and 1,8 per cent of men said that their wives solved their problems themselves.

Unlike men, 6,2 per cent of women said that they were demanded to make a financial report on the domestic expenses. There were women who had to note that the money was not spent. 18,5 per cent of men and 29,9 per cent of the men said that the women were not demanded to make a  financial report, they did it just when they thought it was necessary. 
Both the men and the women said that the financial report is necessary for the welfare of a family:

The economic prohibitions of a husband against wife 

44,4 per cent of the women did not answer.

34 per cent of the women responded that her husband says: “Nobody needs women’s work she goes to work only for drinking tea.”

6,2 per cent of the women said: “Her husband expelled her from home.”

Prohibitions and threatens with violence are common among Chechen and afghan families

Another question proves once again the existence of the economic prohibitions against women. Most of the women say that they feel dependence in relations with their husbands – 53,6%

Interview 3. story

She is 46. And she is a refugee. She has four children. One of them is a teenager; two of them are very little another son who is 17 is disabled. He has special device in his stomach. As she said when they lived in Chechnya they never had a problem. But everything has changed after removing to Azerbaijan. “My husband started earning more money here. Then he met a woman from Chechnya. That woman told him to move to Austria. In order to marry with her he divorced with me. I was in a very difficult economic situation, depended on him. He used this situation and took away my children. When I begged to him to help me and our disabled son, he offended me and said he already married in Austria. He threatened me if I complained he would hurt me. Now I am in a very terrible condition. MY children were taken away I am depended economically. Every day I live by waiting good news from abroad”. 
Psychological violence:
Psychological violence is one of the common forms of violence. In some cases, a husband violates a woman by not using force. A husband by different reasons tries to influence to a wife psychologically, and put his rules, and restricts woman’s rights.

This kind of a family dictator’s social characteristics is described like this:

- first, in this kind of men the understanding of justice degrades  
- second, this kind of men have very low self-qualification

- third, these kinds of men try to get full power. These kinds of men have low intellectual level, and high interpersonal complexes. A man who uses violence is afraid that his counterpart might be stronger or she might discover his weaknesses. A man who demands to hide his violence is afraid that she could be supported by others. According to the results of international researches, the victims of psychological violence have these kinds of feelings:
- fear

- wonder

- helpless, weakness

- danger

- bad dreams

- self-mistrusting 

- bad nostalgias 

- phobia

- sadness

- suicide

- decreasing of sexual activity

There are contradictions among responds in the beginning of the research when women responded that attitudes towards them “good – 47,4%”, “middle(normal) – 45,4%” and when they responded what they feel when they meet their husbands “Worrying – 38,1%” and “fear – 22,7%”. In this case, the question arises, if everything is good, what are you afraid?”
18,6 per cent of the women have the feeling of guiltiness. 9,3 per cent of the women have no strength, 7,2 per cent of women have the feeling of injustice and incompleteness, 5,2 per cent of the women said they do not know what to do, 4,1 per cent of the women have the feeling of insure. 

16,5 per cent of the women said that they were bored with prohibitions and threatens in families and they did not feel anything we can describe them as “victims”
In the meeting with the focus groups one afghan refugee said: “According to eastern mentalities we can not talk outside about what happens inside home. The reason for it is our religious and national traditions. When we children, were told that what happens in a home has to stay at a home, nobody else should know about it. That’s why we can talk about it even to our close relatives and friends.”

Despite attempts to hide problems, we can imagine about the scale of violence according to the respondents. During the research the interpretation of the results let explore the aspects of the problem.
Women are violated by words. In most cases this violates women more by using force. For example, the Azerbaijani men say that “women’s brains are like chickens”. This phrase has very great impact on women. In some cases, men say it in meetings where besides their wives there are other relatives and friends. The foreign refugee men use these kinds of phrases against their wives:

· “you are a bad wife”, “you do not love me”, and “you do not understand me” – 11,1%

· “Nobody needs the work of women”, “there is not any deal for anybody from their work”, “you go to work to drink tea” – 10,2%

· “you look bad, not beautiful, old, fat, you can not dress” – 6,5%

· you are bad householder, you can not cook, you are lazy, dirty – 6,2%

· you are not needed by anybody except me , “you have to be grateful that I married to you – 4,1%

Interview 4. Story

She has three children. She is 41. She is from Chechnya. She currently lives in Azerbaijan. She came to Baku with her family in 2000. Her husband is an engineer.

My husband had never beaten and offended me. But after moving to Azerbaijan, there occurred problems. I think the reason for it was economic difficulties. He often offends by saying that “I do not grow the children correctly”, or “I am not a good wife”. He has recently started beating me. The tension in the family affects the children. When my husband comes to home, the children go to another room in order not be seen by their father.
In the focus groups Chechen women said they have their own traditions in their families. It does not matter how old they are men are like a God. One of the refugee woman said the last piece of meat goes to the man in the family even he is least person in a family. The participants they are strict to their traditions. According to the Chechen women, the mother is a great in a family. Sons have never cried to them before. But these rules lose their powers.

The prohibitions of a husband against wives educational and career development affect women’s intellectual development. This condition is common among the foreign refugee families – 67%. A husband who prohibits women to continue her education and career, furthermore threaten her by beating – 49,5%. These kinds of threatens are qualified as a form when psychological violence turns into psychical violence. We will talk about it in the research.

Interview 5. K story

“you know there are asked why I do not let my wife to work. By contemplating at the current work, I do not believe anybody. I don’t believe that my family or the world will get profit by her working. I am not an old minded person, but it is fact doesn’t any proves. I don’t want my wife go outside and to contact others. Because when you give to a woman independency she changes completely. Then she starts not to listen her husband. This creates problems for a family. For me, it would better for her to stay at home.

The restricting of women from social life is quite normal behavior form. The women who leave home without permission (36,1%) even she goes to her relatives or friends is quite normal form of prohibition which breaks women’s human rights and restricts her freedom of speech.

The highest level of psychological level of violence happens when a husband says that he will leave a family and find another woman (23,7%). This threaten has a very great impact by which a husband can force his wife to do anything he wants.

Another strongest tool of psychological violence happens when a husband says he will divorce with her, take away children from her, and put them against her.  There were also met women who threatened by killing – 1%.

Interview 6. S story

When I married to him I was 15. We married not seeing each other before. We have got along with normal before. Then the situation changed. His attitude toward us has worsened. I do not know the reason of it. After moving to Baku I knew about his relations with another woman. He told us about it himself. When I opposed to him he beat me and said: ”Be grateful that I have not expelled you outside and taken the children away.” Now I and my children depend on him. When we try to say something he threatens us, does not come for days, and keeps us hungry. I can not opposite because I am a woman and I have to take it.” 
Threatens by beating is a first stage in physical violence. After this stage (threatens by beating) comes physical violence. If a woman does not try to stop this stage, the next stage results with physical violence.
We should consider that psychological violence exposes itself along with economic, physical and sexual violence. Psychological violence is a main core of these forms of violence.
Physical violence

Physical violence demonstrates itself in these forms: beating, injuring, hurting and killing. Different kinds of weapons are used in this violence. Physical violence also includes forcing somebody to accept in liquid form different kinds of medicine and drug.

Physical violence and psychological violence occur together.

In the meetings with the focus groups the foreign refugee women said they have to face psychological violence more than physical violence. This shows itself in different forms: indifference, rough behavior, or to keep her under fear. Chechen men said that we do not like joke or talk them good when there are a lot of people. The reason for it is our national traditions. There always must be boundaries between a man and a woman”.
The notes of the respondents who suffered from physical violence:

· 20,6 per cent of the women said that their husbands have never beaten them

· 17,5 per cent of them said, he tried to do it one time but did not do it

· 33 per cent of the women were beaten one time

· 18,6 per cent of the women said that they were beaten several times

· 2 per cent of the women said that he beats me sometimes

· 1 per cent of the women said that he calls her with offensive words
· 3,1 per cent of women refused to answer
The research demonstrates that most of the women have been beaten at least one time. When the reasons of beating are studied the elements of patriarchal family exposes. In this situation “the syndrome of guiltiness” is quite normal among women. Women, who say that she made her husband beat her by her behavior and who say that he beat her when he drank, see fault in themselves. M story in which the Afghani woman blames herself is a very good example for it. In M story the Afghani woman blames herself because she can not bore a child for her husband. Indeed in M story nobody knows who is a reason for it. As a whole most of the women refused to answer the questions on violence and only 10,3 per cent of them answered these questions. Furthermore, 
· 1 per cent of them said it has been always like this; 
· other 1 per cent said it is quite normal; 
· another 1 per cent said they were beaten when there was not money. 
All these tell us that women rights are violated. Women do not understand that it is not normal. Not having money is not her fault and they have to carry the burden of economic difficulties equally. In some cases the burden of economic difficulties falls on women more than that of men, because, firstly children apply for meal and clothe to their mother.
In some cases, most of the women think that it is their (women’s) own fault when they are beaten or relations tensioned. They explain these as the recent changes in their lives, social-economic difficulties, war, refugee life and other issues afflict their husbands’ nerves badly.
Men beat women any time even they are pregnant (19,6%), they give meal to (17,5%) little babies.
In the meeting with the focus groups, men said that when they get angry they do not realize in which condition they are.

Women mostly start to be faced with violence after child’s three years old (22,7%) or child goes to school (23,7%). The answer “I have never beaten” in the questionnaire became empty which show that despite the women leave some questions without answer, they have to come across with different forms of psychological violence.

If we look at the table we can see that women tolerate violence quite normal, they think that men have right to beat them even they have not fault. The most awful point is that nobody opposed the answer “A human should not be beaten, an animal might be beaten”. All these demonstrate that women are not ready for protecting their rights.
In the meeting with the focus groups, although the men said that they have great respect towards women in the families, they did not deny the existence of violence in the families. They said that if a woman is beaten then she deserves it. Men can be jealous of their wives and if a woman is guilty then he might punish her because he has right for it. These answers prove that men have great impact on the occurrence of “syndrome of guiltiness” in women.

Interviews demonstrated that Chechen women face with all forms of domestic violence more than others. Inasmuch as the women of the target group have been grown up in traditional eastern families, violence is not accepted as a bad matter. These traditions are quite natural for Chechen families and Chechen women said that they try to oppose it.

During the studying of violence against women, it was found out that:

Diagram 2. The attitudes of the women against violence
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As we can see from the diagram, most of the women qualify behavior against them as violence.
Sexual violence

Sexual violence includes these acts:

· to behave with a wife as a sexual object

· to refuse to demonstrate romantic feelings; action along with cruelty

· to force to take off clothes

· to force to have sex unwillingly; rape

· after beating a wife, to force her to have sex against her will

· too much jealous and to blame her to have contacts with others

· to force to watch porno against her will afterward for repeating it

The women, thinking that physical violence is a crime in order to protect their husbands tried to refuse the questions about physical violence, but they informed about sex against their will freely. The research group contemplate that these women do not think sexual violence in families is crime and they think men can anytime they want to have sex. That’s why they responded willingly.

After looking at the table, we can imagine the situation. Only 3,1 per cent of the foreign refugee women could demonstrate her sexual need. The rest of the women have sex when men want to have it not considering her needs, physical and psychological condition.

After clarifying sexual violence it was found out in what reflects it.
In the meetings with the focus groups, both the men and the women said that men had privileges in it.

The foreign refugee women said that in most cases they had to have sex against their will during the conservations. In most cases we have to give in order not to worsen a situation. 
As a whole, the respondents qualified sexual violence differently. Some of them (Afghani, Iraqi, Pakistani and Chechen refugees) called it traditions, others (Iranian) called it violence.
After studying when conflicts in families begin it was found that violence in families start very early.

Diagram 3. Phases of conflicts in families
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According to 90,5 per cent of the people who were interviewed, the main reasons of conflicts in their families are war and economic difficulties. But we think that the primary reasons of violence in these families are not war and economic difficulties. We suppose these reasons have role in violence in these families but they are not main/primary reason of violence in these families. The main/primary reasons of violence in these families are national traditions. Immediately 
The foreign refugee women who faced with violence said that they behave like these:

As a result of violence women creates conflicts and tensions in their environment (45, 4%) and indeed children suffer from it most in this environment.
One of the most anxious points is that 2 per cent of the women who wanted to kill somebody and 1 per cent of the women who wanted to suicide are in a very terrible psychological condition.

These prove how violence creates violence itself. Children who suffered from violence are about to committee violence in future.

While talking to the children this aspect drew our attention. Most of the children said violence in the families bothers them and this kind of life afflicts them badly. Even some of them said they are bored with their life and would like to change their lives completely.

60-70 per cent of domestic violence happens with the persistence of little children and teenager. This fact will have great impact on their future lives. Most of the interviews look like each other. Here is one of the interviews.

Interview 7. B Story

He lives with his wife and fife children. “As a parent, I would like the state to provide me with a good job. If I had a good job, my children would not have to work in the streets and I would not come to home late and angry. These tensions and nerves drive me so hard that I behave very roughly with my family members. I realize that it is not right but I can not stand it. It is against our traditions to apologize to your children and wife. That’s why I do not do it. But the future of my family and children wonders me very much. Which parent would like their children to steal mobile-phones, to gather glasses, to be violated and to ask other give money? Please, help us.”

During the groups it was found out that the children’s future development is one of the most important issues which bother the target group. The most interesting point is that when they talk about future development they mean they would not be able to grow their children up according to their national traditions. Other points which bother the target group are their children’s low school attendance and adaptation to local environment.

The impact of domestic violence on woman health

The researches prove that most of the women who suffer from domestic violence have chronic diseases. If a woman is violated and injured for 3 years repeatedly, after 7-10 ten years these women get heart, venous, gynecological and other diseases The fact that women who suffer from heartache, insomnia, and headache demonstrate that they have lived in violence environment for a long time. Once more time the “good” respond in the beginning of this research is not proved.
The women mentioned mostly their medicine needs: gynecologic and nerves.

Early climax among 31-45 years old of the women demonstrates that the women have to face with economic, psychological and sexual violence repeatedly.

Diagram 4. What kind of support do you need? 
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According to the diagram we can see that most of the women think that the main reason of all problems is economic difficulties. They think that if their economic condition were refined, the problems in their families would not be sharp like it is now.
The research on women showed that:
· the foreign refugee women face with economic, physical, physiological, sexual violence and most of them depend on the men

·  the women do not know their rights

· due to there are patriarchal orders in the families the women are afraid to discuss to change their situation

· low educational level impedes the women to participate in decision-making processes

· the women who participated in the research are strict to their traditions. Some of them would like to change this traditions

· the changing of stereotypes is underway among the women. The men meet these changes with violence

· in order to keep their power they apply economic, physical and physiological threatens and prohibitions against the women.
MEN
According to the research this logical rule was proved again: Domestic violence is in mostly those families where patriarchal rules are still very strong. This kind of minded people are more among the men.

Violence and power

Power with violence is in two forms:

1. The men are in a higher hierarchic position; they have more advantages and abilities; public orders/opinion relying traditions are in favor of men; the roles family members are strictly divided  

2. the situation in rivalry for the power in a family is different. In this situation men have less abilities

In the first case, violence has control character, and this is not obvious and regular. In this case it is quite difficult to define violence.

In the second case according the social definition men are the head of families. But despite this definition, in some cases men have less abilities and level than women have. In these kinds of families violence is more obvious, sustainable and regular.

In all cases the men are against to convey their family issues into public discussions.

Diagram 5. How do the members of your family behave with you?
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The women as well as the men taking ahead the slogan “My home, my castle” called their domestic relations “good” and “middle”. We have to mention that 47,4 per cent of the women called these relations “good” and 45,4 per cent of the women called “middle” while this respond are more among the men (69,4%).

The men evaluated a good behavior like these:
· we understand each other – 3,7%

· because I am their son – 1,9%

· I lost my family in a war – 0,9%

· great love – 2,8%

· why should it be bad – 6,5%

· ask herself – 7,4%

· she loves me – 6,5%

· respect – 4,6%

· they have always understood me 2,8%

· I am the man of a family – 1,9%

· it is good when I have money – 0,9%

The responds of the men are abstract which draws attention. Despite the women were sure that the men love them the men did not answered like this. The men tried to avoid the questions and answered herself – 7,4%, “I do not know – 11,7%”.
To the question “In what does a bad behavior reflect?” the men refused to answer and only 2,8 per cent of them accepted that “we quarrel sometimes – 4,1%”, and “he often quarrels – 5,2%”.

Economic violence

To the question “do you ask your wife for money?” 18,5 per cent of the men answered that they did it “very rarely”. 14,8 per cent of the men asked for money “sometimes”. This shows that the men got back money which they gave to the women.

The prohibitions of the men against the women:

65,4 per cent of the men did not respond to question on the prohibitions against women.

15,7 per cent of the men did not hide their opinion that “nobody needs women’s work”, she goes to work for only drinking tea”. Even 3,7 per cent of the women did not hide  that they threatened their wives by expelling from home, not giving money and aliment”.
During the research there was not met a fact where the women take the men under economic control.

Psychological violence

35,2 per cent of the men did not answer to the questions “what do you feel when you contact with your wife?”. 18,5% per cent of the men responded that they feel “tension”.
17,6% men feel guilty behind women

13,9% men do not feel anything

4,6% men said that they have to contact with the women because they have no choice.

The responds demonstrate that unlike the women although the men feel “fear”, “powerlessness”, “anxious” and “mistrust” these feelings are not strong.

During the interviews the men respondents answered they feel “fear” because they are in a difficult economic condition or they have not a job.

During the meeting, the Afghani refugee men said that they had met violence against their families by the local men and they do not like it. It should be mentioned that during their lives in Azerbaijan they noticed behavior – violence in their spouse which they had not noticed before. They qualified these changes as a result of new environment and said that they would like to leave Azerbaijan.

11, 1 per cent of the men use the phrases such as “you are a bad wife”, “you do not love me, you do not understand me”, “you do not care me” and etc. in moral violence.

10,2 per cent of the men qualify their wives abilities and capabilities very low by saying “nobody needs women’s work”, “nobody has profit from women’s work”, “they go to work for drinking tea”. 9,3 per cent of the men use phrases such as “stupid”, “they do not understand anything”, 6,5 per cent of the men use the phrases such as “you look bad”, “not beautiful”, “old”, “fat”, “you can not dress”.
During the research, it was found out that there are men who are not against their wives to work. But their wives do not want to use this advantage. These kinds of facts are common among Iranian families. 

The men admitted that they called their:

· “you are a bad wife”, “you do not love me, you do not understand me” and “you do not care me” – 11,1%

· “stupid”, “you do not understand anything” – 9,3%

· “nobody needs women’s work”, “nobody has profit from their work” – 10,2%

· “you are not needed by anyone except me”, “you have to be grateful to me that I married to you” – 2,8%

· “you look bad, old, fat”, “not beautiful”, “you can not wear” – 6,5%

· “you earn too little”, “you depend on me” – 4,6%

But the men never use the phrases against their wives such as: “you are a bad mother”, you can not rare children up”, you are immoral”. These kinds of the phrases contradict Muslim and eastern traditions. Despite how they are nervous, tired, and bored, they do not use these phrases. It means the can control themselves in all cases, they just use violence in order to keep the women under control.

Prohibitions
11,1 per cent of the men did not allow their wives to continue, education, career. 9,3 per cent of the men admitted they threatened their wives by banishing, not giving money and aliment.

Generally, the men tend to avoid questions. But from the respondents we can see that the women are prohibited to wear as well as they want, to go out from home, are threatened by being hurt, finding other woman, leaving her, taking children away. 3,7 per cent of the men threatened to kill their wives.

Interview 8. story

“I beat my wife, because she did not listen to me. Then we are just married. I had told her what I did not like before. But she wore a tee-shirt with open breast without permission. Generally, I put prohibitions on what my wife should wear. It is our tradition. A woman before marrying knows that a husband can put prohibitions on what she wears and on meetings with her relatives. It is quite normal”.

Threatens
It was not a fact when a woman threatens a man

Physical violence

Most of the men did not speak about their violence against women.

10,2 per cent of the men said they had beaten their wives one time; 6,5 per cent said they had beaten their wives several time. Only 2,8 per cent of the men said they had never beaten their wives.

33 per cent of the women said they were beaten one time by husbands, 18,5 per cent said they were beaten several times; 2 per cent said sometimes; 1 per cent said their husbands call them with offensive words.

The men are against their family issues to convey public discussions.

The Chechen man admitted that “there are negative opinion and thoughts about us so we try to hide our domestic conflicts”.

The Iranian man said his wife let him beat her and she herself tried to create a situation for beating. According to him by beating he helps his wife to throw bad emotions and to relax.

The Afghani man said that “life itself has beaten us, why should I beat her too? He said he tried to prevent violence in the family”

Despite what were said above, there are the men who beat their wives and they explained it like these:

· because I was angry – 8,3%

· because she was guilty – 7,4%

· because she did not listen to me and answered roughly – 6,5%

Generally, least of the men responded to this question (25,9%)

In which way the men apply violence:

· 15,6 per cent of the men beat (by hands), pushed, kept in hands with violence, threw everything which can be thrown
· 3,7 per cent of the men threatened their wives with a gun, an axe, a link and etc.

But we have to mention there were few men who were violated by women. Only 2 per cent of them said that they faced with it. The men saw the reasons of violence against them in economic difficulties.

Interview 9. story

We had had relations before marriage. After marriage some problems occurred. My low wage and the rent for housing worsened our condition. The family of my wife helped us before. But for the exchange of the assistance they started to interference our family issues. Now I am in such a situation that in some cases I walk in the streets for hours waiting everybody to sleep in order not to hear the voice of my wife. One time she got me so angry that I wanted to beat her. She without any doubt said: “Beat! If you are a man beat me. if you were a good man you would buy a home and earn well.” Now I live with her only for my two daughters because, they love me very much. After quarrelling with me she always cries and shouts on them, beats and punishes them without any reason”.

As we mentioned the violence of the women against men is not regular and its percentage is quite few. The men did not hide that they applied violence to the women in their different condition.
The women were violated when:

· 2,8 per cent of the women were pregnant

· 6,5 per cent of the women nourished an infant baby

· 10,2 per cent of the women had 3 years old baby

· 11,2 per cent of the women were violated when they had school children

Most of the men refused to answer this question.

The men think that…….

18,5 per cent of the men think that women deserve to be beaten. As we can see from the below table, the men met the opinion ironically that women can not be beaten, or did not respond

Interview 10. A story

He lives with his wife and four children. As he said violence against a woman in a family is quite normal for us. In the first conversation he said he had never beaten his wife before. Then he asked with weak and careful voice would not we inform police about it? After being sure that everything would be kept in secret he began speaking sincerely. The beating of a wife in a family and the crying at her is not bad. After a marriage it must be done, because they have different characters and behalf of it some problems occur. After a marriage in order to bring a wife up, she must be beaten. That’s why I have beaten her several times. A man must bring a woman up. It must be accepted naturally.
The men who applied violence against the women tried avoid the questions by saying “I do not know”

40 per cent of the men said they could have sex whenever they wanted. Only 6,5 per cent of the men said that they did it when both of them wanted it. 8,3 per cent of them had difficulties to answer this question.

90,7 per cent of the women said that they had sex when their husbands wanted or demanded it.

The responds of both the men and the women on sexual violence look same. The comparative analyzes demonstrate that the men try to strengthen their power/control by sexual violence.

61,1 per cent of the men refused to answer the questions about the phases of violence. 

But 11,1 per cent of them admitted that the conflicts in their families began after “they started to earn well”. It shows that after earning well the men look for entertainments outside, indeed they should solve problems within their families (7,4%). These kinds of men even do not hide their outside entertainments at home.

10,2 per cent of the men say after one year, 3,7per cent after two years, 3,7per cent after a child birth face domestic conflicts in families.

Unlike the women the men don’t want to kill somebody or to suicide. Indeed, domestic conflicts are not tragic for men as they are for women. If we compare these responds with the responds the women it is not hard to see the difference among them. 
The impact of domestic conflicts in a man health:
· bad appetite – 35,2%

· insomnia – 29,6%

· headache – 26,8%

· high pressure – 13,8%

· heartache – 11,1%

The below table demonstrate the men need more psychological support than the women need. The men, considering themselves clever think that they do not need advices.

The results of the research show that:

The men use violence to maintain their power

The men qualify such kind of behavior a tradition and say that they were brought up and taught like this

The men consider the using of economic, physical and psychological violence quite normal

The men realizing that physical violence is a crime tried to avoid responding. This was also noticed among the women.

The low level of education among the men impede behavior (traditions) to change

The men by psychological violence diminish the level of women’s self-esteem. The reason for it is the men’s low level of self-esteem.

Generally, the men and the women evaluate these violence facts in their families as a tradition and do not make serious attempts to change the situation.
Children

Despite international humanitarian law, Conventions on Human Rights and other international obligations for the children’s rights, children are still being forced to involve in armed conflicts in the different part of the world and become the victims of these conflicts.

Every day as result of domestic or armed conflicts thousands of people are injured or lose lives. The half these victims are children.
The judging of the nazists who were blamed in killing of civilians was a turning moment of history. Most of the victims in conflicts are always civilians. The number of children among these victims increases. According to the UNICEF during last 10 year as a result of armed conflicts 2 million children have been injured or become disabled. Furthermore, 300.000 become the participants of the conflicts.

According to the statistic every year 2 million children are beaten by their parents. 10 per cent of them result with death and 2000 of them suicide. 

50000 children run from their parents to survive every year. As a result of physical, psychological and emotional violence these children become more sensitive. 

The characteristics of children who become the witness of domestic violence

Feelings:

· the low level of self-esteem, offensiveness and powerlessness

· shaming

· the  feeling of guiltiness of themselves for violence among parents

· the feeling of fear for himself/herself, a brother, a sister and a mother

· the feeling of angry

· the accepting of violence as the norm of behavior

· high level of wondering

Behavior:

· tendency to play with coevals violently

· tendency to be alone

· tendency to insinuate themselves

· tendency to violence

· not being able to concentrate on something

· depression

· behaviors not appropriate their ages (to cry without reasons, “a child reaction”, the weakness of communication and etc.)

· low education/school attendance

At the beginning of this research we showed that children suffer from violence most which is in the foreign refugee families. As a result of domestic conflicts 41,2 per cent of the men and 11,1 per cent of the men throw their nerves on the children.
At the same time the conflicts in families resemble a circuit and sometime children will become a ring of this violence circuit
It is quite natural that to question children with the questionnaire with which their parents were asked is impossible. That’s why our research team prepared special test exploring and evaluating the mood of the children. 

The research team especially selected the children from the families in which violence was more.

Most of the children who were engaged into the research were Chechen children. There was also afghani, Pakistani, Iranian and Iraqi refugee children.

There were 64 girl children and 38 boy children.

Diagram 6. Gender of the respondents
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9-14 years old children were 65,9%, 15-17 years old children were 34 per cent.

During the survey 9-14 years old children responded the questions more freely and sincerely, the questioning of others were more difficult. Most of them were afraid of something or were not completely sincerely.
During the analyzing of the children’s responds it were found out some contradictions. There were contradictions among the responds in the beginning and final questions. The research team suppose that the children tried to respond like adults. Their current situation makes them to think about the damages of their responds before responding.

We have to note that besides the children’s opinions the parents’ thoughts were also studied. Most of the parents indicated that there were problems in their children’s education. Although UNHCR has created opportunities for their children’s education, most them get their children to work in markets. At the same time it was discovered that most of the refugees had not a status and this along with language obstacles did not let their children study in national schools.
Most of the children in the survey do not attend a school completely (78,7). But most of them want to continue their education.

Most of the parents (83,1%) said that if the state had helped them in school expenses their condition would have got better. 7 respondents indicated the importance of education in the eliminating of poverty.

Most of the parents saw the reason for the violence against children (offending, crying at them, putting in a corner, expelling from home, beating) in economic difficulties and refugee life.
We have to note that according the eastern rare most of the children tried to hide their feelings and at the beginning to the question “Do you face with violence in the family?" answered “no”.  But after deep research it was found out that they mostly violated by their fathers.
54 per cent of the children had difficulties to respond to the question “What would you like to change in your life?”. 46 per cent of the children who responded said they would like to live away from their country with their mothers, sisters and brothers. This respond of the children might be qualified that they violated by their fathers.

99 per cent of the respondents’ most wished dream is to continue their education in order to become a famous and rich man in a society. The respond of the children to the question “Why do you want earn a lot of money?” is very interesting. They responded like this: “In order not to depend on somebody, in order not to be violated”. In these responds unlike their mothers it is noticed children’s tendency to violence.

The most important and anxious point in responds is also children’s psychological instability.
The responds of the children were like these: 42 per cent feels happy “sometimes”; 35,2% has good appetite; 56% prefers to be at home “sometimes”; 37,2% in most cases looses their patience, cries and violates others; 35,2% laughs and has good mood; 45,3% shares their problems with parents “occasionally”; 41,1% does not worry completely; 50% has not thought to suffer themselves; 35,2% feels themselves “alone”; 37,2% has “sometimes” bad mood; 41,1 per cent does not want to sleep; 33,3% behaves pertinently with others “sometimes”; 37,2% is afraid and falls in panic with their parents’ behaviours; 40,2% is upset by their parents and that’s why feels themselves nervous; 30,5% are fed up with their lives; 45% wants to change their lives. These responds demonstrate children’s psychological instability. These responds also show that the children in these families do not live happy childhood and without problems and they do not feel secure themselves in their families.
According to the responds of the children and the information of the parents some psychological disorders were noticed among the children. According to most of the parents: “they often quarrel, behave aggressively, sometimes do not speak completely, they have also insomnia, bad appetite and see bad dreams. Some children get afraid when they hear the voice of plane and helicopter”.

Z. Story (15 years old)

“Despite in most cases I tries to calm down I can not do it. Especially, in nights I feel very nervous myself. The situation is very terrible in our family. My mother often gets ill. And my farther does not along with her. His recent attitudes toward my mother bother us. He often threatens by abandoning us, marring with other and expelling us from. I am already bored to live like this……”
Generally, after reviewing the relations of the children and the parents, it can be inferred that even 1 per cent of the children do not share their problems and fears with their parents.

Interview of 12 years old Y

At first she responded almost crying “No, no” to the question “Have you faced with violence in the family?” afterward understanding what we were doing she said with smile: ”it is not accepted that a father shows his love to his children where there are strangers or other people. It is a rule in our society.” To the question “who is closest to you?” she replied “My mother!” “I love my father too but he is always very serious to us. He almost does not speak to us. We are two sisters and one brother in the family. My father is closer to my brother because he is a man. My father contacts us very rarely it seems that we do not exist. He opposed to our education in a secondary school saying that “in any case you will have to marry in several years”. When I see other fathers with their daughters going for a walk I wish my father were tenderly to me like this just me”
This interview demonstrates how the girl children are discriminated beginning from their little ages. The deep psychological research showed that despite Y. girl indicated that she is closer to her mother she sometimes hides her feelings and wishes from her mother too. She understands that her mother does not power as well as she. These behaviors establish the syndrome of loneliness in children. The below tables can demonstrate how domestic violence to the psychology of children:

F. Story
She does not attend to school because of their economic difficulties. During the conversation she said she had not faced with violence. Then she said: “My father loves me very much. But not going to school bothers me very much. I am always afraid that he will send us to our home country. I do not want to see the war and to fall in refugee life. I also do not want to marry very early. In our country the girls marry very early.”

This story demonstrate that although F. has not seen violence from her father she is not sure that after returning to their country her father will not make her marry early according to their traditions.

As we can see from the tables 47,2 per cent of the children indicated that the behaviors of their parents get them upset. While 25,4 per cent indicated that their behavior get them upset sometimes.

18,5 per cent responded “a little bit”,  only 9,7 per cent of the children responded that their behaviors do not get them upset.

As we demonstrated there are contradictions in the children’s responds. Although at the beginning of the survey most of the children noted everything was good in their lives at the end it was explored that the children had to face with different forms of violence.

At the top, although the children responded to the question that they do not feel any wonder, in this table “I am bored with my life” 30,5 per cent of the children chose “sometimes”. 18,6 per cent responded “Yes”, only 24,3 per cent responded “No”. In these responds there are contradictions and hesitations.

In this table we can see again contradictions with other responds. 45 per cent of the children wanted to change their lives “sometimes”, 45 per cent wanted it, 19,6 per cent wanted it “a little bit”, 20,5 per cent did not want it “completely”. Most of the children indicated that they would like to move to another foreign country to change their lives. So this fact can be evaluated as an attempt to evade their environment and to survive.

A family is like a circuit. Children are the rings of it. It is hard to change old rings because despite old rings are rusted they do not decompose and stand everything harder. In order to change the rusted rings it is essential to try to apply innovations in education, traditions and behaviors. By involving children into this process, the goals can be achieved.
It has been explored

The main purpose of the research on the family relations of the foreign refugee families is to determine the level of domestic conflicts, to assist to solve them and to provide the security in the society. The hypotheses which were supposed in the beginning of the research were proven like these:
· the foreign refugee women do not have any rights

· the opinions of the women are not considered in the solutions of family problems

· the foreign refugee women often have to face with psychological violence

· most of the women depend on the men economically 
· the foreign refugee women are not active social-political life, they do not care their problems

· the foreign refugee women have to face physical violence (they are battered, offended etc.)

· the foreign refugee women have not freedom of speech and they can not go where they want

· the foreign refugee women have to face with different kinds of prohibitions and threatens

· the men are against the women to work
· the foreign refugee children are not satisfied with their lives

· the foreign refugee children have educational and healthy problems
According to the goals of the research these facts were explored:

1. The earnings of the foreign refugee families are 50-100 AZN. This amount is equal to average salary of the most Azerbaijani citizen families.

2. The respondents replied “good” to the question on family issues, but deep comparative analysis demonstrated that this “good” respond was drawn from customs and traditions, indeed these relations were not so good.

3. Most of the women in the foreign refugee families depended on the husbands economically. The women are not free in the ruling of a family budget. They have to report for all expenses. The expenses of a family are under the control of the men. 

4. There are prohibitions against the women and the children members of a family. It was also explored that these prohibitions have both economic and public characteristics.

5. The foreign refugee women feel very tension due to their difficult condition and domestic conflicts.

6. There is sexual violence against the women in families. But the women do not evaluate this as violence they think is right not crime

7. The foreign refugee women try to hide physical domestic violence against them. Sometimes the women think their behaviors cause this violence and it is their own fault. “The syndrome of guiltiness” is common among the women.
8. It was discovered that violence starts from the beginning of a marriage, but environment has great impact on the dynamic of conflicts.

9. It was clarified the great impact of domestic conflicts on the members of a family. The huge emotional causalities among the women and depressions among the men were noticed.

10. Heartache among the women and blood pressure among the men were noticed.

11. The children have mood instability in families where there is violence 

12. These families need economic support most but along with economic they need medical, advice, psychological and legal support.
Summary

This research explored violence against the women and the children which causes the breaking of these rights:

The below items of the fourth article of Convention on “The elimination of all forms of discriminations against women”

· the right to live (article A)

· the right to self security (Article C)

· the right to avoid all forms of discrimination (Article E)

· the right to equality, personal freedom and self security, to avoid all forms of discrimination, danger, inhumanity and/or self-offensive punishment and attitudes (b, j, e, h items of Article 3)

· equal right to work

· the right to allocation from state budget for the elimination of all forms violence against women (h item of Article 4)
According to Convention on “the elimination of all forms of discriminations against women”:
· the right to avoid all forms discriminations, the equal right with men to participation in political, social, economic and cultural life (Article 2; 3 and 7)
· the equal right of women to property rights and opportunities for its realization, and also the right of women to sign contracts and to manage property, to stand in all levels of courts as an equal person (the first item of Article 15)
Convention on “The protection of Human Rights and Common Freedoms”

· the right to marriage (Article 12)

Convention on “The citizenship of married women”

· Article 1 and 2 
These rights of the children were broken:
Protocol of Convention on “The protection of Human Rights and Common Freedoms”
· The right to education
Convention on Children’s rights
· the right of children to get good medical service and healthcare (Article 24)
· the equal rights of children to education and to maintain it
Recommendations

1. In order to manage to diminish economic tensions among the family members, it would be useful to conduct educational projects on a family business and its practice among these people. In these projects/programmes the participation of the women must be highlighted. 
2. By maintaining the participation of all family members to conduct information programmes on human, women and children rights

3. In order to reduce the stigma of “self-blaming” among the women to increase the education level of the women and to conduct information events among the women
4. To strengthen psychological aid among these families; to open psychological support centres for providing practical assistance. To provide the men and the women as well as the children to utilize these service.
5. To organize for the children the system of school at home, the retired teachers and NGO volunteers can be used for this purpose.

6. To widen the gynecological aid for the women
THE NOTES of THE RESEARCHER:
This research was conducted among diverse the nationalities and the cultures.
Although the respondents have same religion they are the representatives of different cultures and traditions. For example, during the survey among the Chechen families we became a witness that the Chechen women know more about their rights (than Afghani, Pakistani, Iranian, Iraqi and Indian) and are more active in social life. They are also more active in a family life than Afghani and Iraqi women are. At the time they are violated in a family more than others. They are beaten, offended and face with physical, psychological and economic violence. It is strange that they do not agree with this situation and think that this situation can be taken on.
We became witnesses quite opposite in the Afghani, Pakistani, Iraqi and Iranian families. Indeed we had been waiting for the different situation but met the quite different situation. The Afghani, Iraqi and Pakistani almost do not know their rights, they are quite passive in social life and their demands are less than the Chechen women are. But our review proved that these women are violated less than the Chechen are. Especially, in the Iranian families the attitude towards women is different. In these families the men are much more tolerate to their wives. This fact was also indicated by the doctors and psychologist in the hospital where the foreign refugee women often apply.
The psychologist in the hospital said the number of the foreign refugee women who apply for psychological aid is very few. Especially, the Afghani and Iraqi women almost do not apply for psychological aid. It can be found after a long conversation if these women face with violence or not. In most cases these women accept violence against quite usual and normal. We should also mention one point. After the interviews and the conversation with both the refugees and the doctors it was found out that the Chechen besides physical violence face economic and psychological violence more than others do. Almost all the burden of a family falls on the shoulders of these women (beginning from the financial supply to bringing the children up).
The problems (most of them lost their husbands or son/daughters) and financial difficulties which the war created for them make them be aggressive to their environment. 

This is noticed less among Iranian refugees. We became witnesses for it in the conversations with the Iranian men. They indicated that they do not face with violence in the families and try to avoid it. This fact was also proved by the doctors who work with the foreign refugee families. In Azerbaijan the less violated refugee women are the Iranian women.
The most anxious point which the research team noticed is that the violated women throw on the children (41,2%). In this case we already see that the children become the victims of domestic violence. It is natural their psychology was also damaged by war and economic difficulties.

Generally, during the research it was found that the refugees face different kind of obstacles and problems:

1. low school attendance of the children
2. financial difficulties

3. language barrier

4. incitizenship

5. not knowing the laws of the country where they live

6. living in information vacuum

7. joblessness

8. medical problems (in most cases the doctors refuse to care them)

9. lack of accommodation
It was also noticed during the interviews:

1. the thoughts that the surrounding environment has bad impact on the internal framework of their families.
2. to resist to adapt to new environment

3. inasmuch as there is negative thoughts on them the Chechen men tried not to speak during the interviews

4.  the obstacles in the integrating of the foreign refugee families into the society. This complicates these people’s integrations into society.  These people’s settlement in other countries would also create problems in adaptation to new culture and integration.
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
